How We Accomplish Our Mission

families. This is accomplished through volunteer labor and tax-deductible donations and materials.
Habitat houses are then sold to the partner families at no profit and are financed with affordable, no-
interest loans. The homeowners' monthly mortgage payments are then placed into a revolving fund
that is used to build more houses.
